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HISTORIAN'S CORNER
by Dorothy Johns

Timothy Alvin Brown (1856 -1948)

T. A. Brown Elementary School is located at 505 Ander-
son Lane, and is named after Timothy Alvin Brown. Mr
Brown was born in Marion, Virginia on November 14,
1856, and attended public schools in Virginia. He gradu-
ated from Hiwassee College in Tennessee in 1882. After
graduation he came to Texas, where he married Mary
Robertson of Williamson County in 1885, formerly of
Sweetwater, Tennessee. They had a son, Dr W. R.
Brown who was a professor of English at Western State
Teachers College in Kalamazoo, Michigan.

He taught for two years in East Texas and then moved to
Williamson County, where he taught for three years. After
serving as superintendent of McKinney, Mineral Wells,
and Cisco Schools, he moved to Austin in 1892 and ac-
cepted the position of principal at Pease School. In this
position he served with distinction for forty-one years.

During his long period of service at Pease, he held to the
objective that the school is for the child, and he consid-
ered teaching the child to be of greater importance than
teaching the subject. His personal interest in the individ-
ual was manifest, and he followed with that same interest
the careers of his boys and girls as they grew to be useful
men and women of the community. He had the courage
to defend the principles in which he believed and at all
times he granted to his teachers this same privilege. He
was conservative in entering upon new and untried fields,
but on the other hand, he kept abreast of educational ad-
vances.

As a lover of the outdoors, he had a deep interest in na-
ture study, particularly in flowers and birds. His collec-
tions of insects, his interest in plants and his intimate
knowledge of birds brought pleasure to himself and to his
pupils.

T A Brown Elementary was named for him in 1958, and is
very proud to bear the name of someone who gave a half
century of faithful service to teaching.
