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Greetings Neighbors,  
Since we last met the Lamar/Justin Station Area Pla n has been recommended by the 
Planning Commission with amendments friendly to Hig hland Neighborhood.  City 
Council approved the plan on first reading only (th ere are 3 readings, but the 2nd and 
3rd reading are generally closed to public comment) .   Council discussion and direction 
to city staff was generally supportive of Highland' s goals, particularly related to con-
nectivity and a recognition of the need for traffic  calming.  It was very encouraging to 
those directly involved.   
Unfortunately, Capital Metro is not supportive of a  main connectivity provision in the 
plan.  They oppose and can block the extension of a  new street in the development that 
would cross the tracks and connect to Justin Lane.  If Capital Metro blocks this connec-
tion, it will leave the Crestview Station developme nt in a 75-acre "pocket" neighbor-
hood.  Lamar Blvd would be the only entrance and ex it to and from a large development 
(approximately 1000 apartments and townhomes) and m ajor transit node.  This configu-
ration will harm the success of the station and pus h extra traffic onto Highland streets.  
We have asked that Morrow Street be opened to the d evelopment, and that the intersec-
tion of Lamar and Morrow be re-opened to westbound traffic.  Although it was dis-
cussed favorably by both Planning Commission and Ci ty Council, no specific recom-
mendation to open Morrow Street has been made.  Our  partners in Crestview Neighbor-
hood Association oppose this change and have asked their neighbors to contact the 
mayor and Council.  I am asking you to counter thei r actions to block Highland 
neighbors from safely going west across Lamar to th e day cares, churches, schools, 
and the only area grocery store.  Please email the mayor and City Council.  Go to this 
website: http://www.ci.austin.tx.us/council/groupemail.htm  to send one email to the 
mayor and council members.

The 2nd reading of the plan  is scheduled for June 18, giving 
us plenty of time still to have input on the final adoption of the plan.

COUNCIL BEGINS WORK ON LAMAR/JUSTIN STATION AREA PL AN 
City Council Minutes for April 28, 2008  

 
97. C14-2008-0030 - Lamar Blvd./Justin Lane Station  Area Plan - Conduct a public hearing and approve a n ordi-
nance adopting the Lamar Blvd./Justin Lane Station Area Plan and TOD base district zoning for all prop erties 
within the boundaries of the Lamar Blvd./Justin Lan e Station Area, generally bounded by Morrow Street on the 
north; Guadalupe Street, Burns Street and the back property line of properties along Lamar Blvd. on th e east; 
Denson Drive and just north of Romeria Drive on the  south; and Wild Street, the Northwest and Austin R ailroad, 
and Ryan Drive on the west. Planning Commission Rec ommendation: To approve the station area plan and 
transit oriented development (TOD) district zoning.  Applicant: City of Austin, Neighborhood Planning a nd Zon-
ing Department. City Staff: Sonya Lopez, 974-7694. 
 
The public hearing was closed and the first reading  of the ordinance to adopt the station area plan an d transit 
oriented development (TOD) district zoning, with th e following amendments, was approved on Council Mem ber 
Cole’s motion, Council Member Kim’s second on a 6-0  vote. Council Member McCracken was off the dais. 
 
Council Member Cole proposed these amendments: 
 
1. Change 10% to 25% for the affordability required  for density bonus eligibility. 
2. Direct staff to initiate the creation of a TIF t o fund public responsibilities. 
3. Develop a utility financing structure the same a s Austin Water Utility is doing for UNO. 
4. Come up with an interim implementation plan prio r to 2nd reading to:  
 a. Identify specific park acquisition sites 
             b. Do not up-zone the proposed park ac quisition sites 
             c. Prepare a park acquisition plan for  Council’s approval 
             d. Prepare a trail connectivity and tr ail acquisition plan for Council approval 
             e. Propose financial subsidies for hou sing 
 
5. Require mixed use in TOD Mixed Use and Corridor Mixed Use areas. 
6. If any utility or city department imposes requir ements that alter this plan (including criteria man ual re-
quirements, etc.), they have to come to Council wit h a waiver application within 45 days. 
7. No fee-in-lieu on residential projects without C ouncil waiver. 
8. Do not waive compatibility standards—make part o f affordable housing density bonuses. 
9. Develop sustainable landscape standards, includi ng green infrastructure standards. 
  
Present a proposal to make Appendix E mandatory. 
  
Accept the following Planning Commission recommenda tions: 
  
1.  Consider the dedication of public open space on  the Austin Energy site and that other parkland be provided 
in and/or near the TOD District through parkland de dication funds.  
2.   Establish a Working Group to implement the Sta tion Area Plan as soon as possible.  
3.   Direct staff to investigate methods of funding  the proposed capital improvements to the Lamar Blv d./Airport   
Blvd. intersection.  
4. Direct staff to study the potential of a parking  benefit district where on-street parking fees are used to fund 
future capital improvements to the intersection of Airport Blvd. and Lamar Blvd.  
5. Direct staff to examine methods of improving ove rall east-west movement along Lamar Blvd. between K oenig 
Lane and Anderson Lane with a goal of dispersing tr affic load. 
6. Strongly recommend that the City Council:  

a. Establish a clear and firm plan to help develope rs achieve the 25% affordability goal in the TOD or di-
nance using the tools presented by the affordable h ousing consultant, Diana McIver and Associates; 
b. Consider amending the scoring process for the al location of affordable housing bond funds so that p ro-
jects in TOD Districts are prioritized; 
c. Designate CIP funds to infrastructure improvemen t projects within and connecting to the TOD Distric ts; 
d. Prioritize fee-in-lieu funds generated from a de velopment bonus in the TOD District for future expe ndi-
ture within the TOD; 
e. In order for a project that wishes to take advan tage of a development bonus to be approved for the fee-in
-lieu option, the Director of the Neighborhood Hous ing and Community Development Department should 
work with the Community Development Commission to d etermine if a fee-in-lieu should be approved. 
 

A friendly amendment was made by Council Member Lef fingwell to direct staff to come back on second rea ding 
with an analysis of and plan for traffic mitigation  on the through streets of Morrow, Easy Wind and Ju stin Lane.

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HISTORIAN’S CORNER

Jim Zachary and Scott Blexrode   
   We had been watching a house that was being built on Cros-
lin, and one day as we drove by, one of the new neighbors was 
working in the yard, so we stopped to meet him. He told us his 
name was Scott Blexrode. Then he called Jim Zachary out so 
we could meet him. I was so impressed with Scott and Jim after 
they told us that they were from New Orleans and had been in 
the Katrina storm. I wanted to know all about them and their 
experiences there. I wanted to know how they picked our 
neighborhood and Austin, Texas to settle in.  
   Jim was born in Alexander, Louisiana then moved to Baton 
Rouge where he did his undergraduate work at LSU in Chemical 
Engineering. After a summer internship he found out he wanted 
to work with people instead of Chemical Reactors. Jim moved to 
New Orleans in 1979 went to LSU Medical School, did his In-
ternship, Residence, and Fellowship in Internal Medicine and 
Infectious Diseases. He took a job at LSU and worked in the 
Department of Infectious Diseases for 18 years where he did his 
schooling. Jim worked primarily with people with HIV and Infec-
tion Diseases.  Altogether he was in New Orleans for 26 years.  
   Scott  was born in Chippewa Falls, Wisconsin where he grew 
up and went all through school. When he was about 24 years 
old some friends were moving to New Orleans and asked if he 
would like to move down with them. Since he had never been to 
New Orleans it sounded like a good idea so he did. He started 
working at Kinko Graphics and was there for 14 years. He went 
back to school, the University of New Orleans in 2001 and was 
in his junior year when Katrina hit.  
   Jim’s hobby is collecting vinyl records. He had his music col-
lection on the first floor of their home in New Orleans when 
Katrina hit, which wiped out 15,000 records. They were irre-
placeable. He had his electronic media and CD above ground, 
so that was saved. He broadcasts music through a radio station 
over the internet that people can listen to free. Jim pays all the 
copyright fees and it is free to the public (www.zzzone.net). 
Scott’s hobby is gardening and getting his hands dirty and he 
says it is good therapy.    
   When Jim and Scott saw that Katrina was a Category 5 they 
evacuated and went to Jim’s sisters house in Baton Rouge. 
When the storm hit and the levees broke they could look on 
Google and could see that their house was flooded. A friend of 
theirs that they evacuated with said they could stay at a condo 
in Wilmington N.C. Their drive to Wilmington was a terrible 
drive; some of the bridges were out and some gas stations were 
out of gas and the ones that had gas charged 5 and 6 dollars a 
gallon. There were a lot of people on the road. It was a terrible 
trip. But then they got to Wilmington and the condo was so nice 
and was on the beach. After a couple of weeks, Hurricane     
Ophelia starting coming up the coast so they evacuated again.  
They went to live with the son of a friend in Wilmington. It wasn’t 
a real bad storm so they were able to go back to the beach. 
After about 3 weeks they knew they had to go back to New Or-
leans and face the music to see what was left of their home. The 
morning they were driving out of town the tropical storm Tammy 
hit, and it was a pouring rain the whole day as they drove home.  
They had gotten 4½ feet of water, the yard was a mess and all 
the trees and grass were gone, as well as, the record collection, 
Scott’s tools, air conditioner, washer and dryer. They lived on 
the second floor which was in good condition. They had a group 
gut the first floor and rebuild it, and then sold it and moved to 
Austin.  
   Jim got a job at the David Powell Committee Health Center. 
Scott is working at Lowe’s in the garden center.
