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Greetings Neighbors,  
Each day as I walk my dogs through the neighborhood it becomes more obvious to me that we are experi-
encing a bad drought and the hottest summer in 83 years. I'm struck by the brown lawns and prematurely 
dropping leaves from the trees struggling to survive. As you are probably aware, we are under mandatory 
water restrictions: no watering is allowed at all from 10am to 7pm, except with a hand-held hose; even 
numbered addresses can water on Thursdays and Sundays; odd numbered addresses can water on 
Wednesdays and Saturdays. I encourage you all to water around your foundations to prevent damage, and 
to water your trees. Without our trees we will suffer even more in both heat and utility bills. 
 
Like many of you I was saddened to see all of the bulldozed trees along Lamar at Airport, and I've been in 
contact with the city's arborist to make sure the remaining trees are protected or at least replaced. I was 
also disappointed to see that the new buildings going up on Lamar between St. Johns and Airport have 
their backs facing Lamar. The effect is a wall separating us from the new rail station. 
 
Because Lamar Blvd. is the boundary for our neighborhood plan, we had no input into the redevelopment 
of the former chemical plant. We are however being vigilant about watching that their plan is being exe-
cuted according to their site plan as approved by staff. We did participate in creating a station area plan 
for the area surrounding the station, but because Trammel Crow has already filed a site plan under pre-
existing zoning, they are able to develop without regard for the new plan. 
 
I met with staff members for Mayor Will Wynn, Mayor Pro-Tem Brewster McCracken, and Councilmember 
Lee Leffingwell about the new development replacing the chemical plant along Lamar (the current part of 
the development is called "Midtown Commons"). I talked to them about the placement of sidewalks along 
Lamar (they need to be set back from the street) and about bike and pedestrian access to the station. 
They were very receptive. I also have had the opportunity to meet with both of our new city council mem-
bers, Randi Shade and Laura Morrison. Both seem prepared to support Highland's interests regarding the 
new development and traffic, bicycle and pedestrian issues. The new station area plan is not yet final. We 
are awaiting notice for the next city council meeting for the 2nd and 3rd readings and votes on the plan. 
We can still have some input through this process. I will be asking you soon through the list-serv and 
the Highland website to contact the mayor and city council regarding the Lamar-Justin Station Area Plan. 
Please tell the city council that we support the plan, but that the plan should include opening Morrow to 
the new development and opening the intersection of Morrow and Lamar.   
I wish us all cooler weather and rain in the next quarter of the year.

Energy Efficiency: City to put Energy Efficiency into building 
codes? Things on the horizon, but this is a sensitive issue. 
Q: Can we look at alternatives to reduce total size , and or 
retail space. 
There are currently changes in affect that are being vetted, that 
should reduce new developments; however, not much to do for 
legacy establishments. 
Q: How can we move forward with the Highland Mall redesign? 
Highland Mall has 7 different ownerships, that makes it very 
problematic to redevelop it all. The area is subject to heightened 
rules and regulations as it is a rail stop. No doubt once the light-
rail is there, renovations will be quick to come. 
Note: More money for the “Denson drag-way” and other traffic 
calming devices. There is some headway on this effort, so make 
your voice heard. Get us the Turtles! 
Q: Bicycle safety issues, what is the city doing to  assist? 
Possibly dedicated bike lanes in new developments in the city. 
Places like Shoal Creek, Guadalupe, and 360…we need to cre-
ate a dedicated bike safety lane. Please go to 
www.highlandneighborhood.com#email-counsel and select Bicy-
cle Safety Ordinances for Austin .

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GOOD INFORMATION TO KNOW  

If you seal an envelope and then realize you forgot  to in-
clude something inside, just place your sealed enve lope in 
the freezer for an hour or two.

Single Stream is an 
improved, more efficient way to collect your 

Paper, plastic, glass, aluminum and metal cans will 
all go into one cart with no sorting. Single Stream also means 
more items will be accepted; rigid  plastics #1- #7 and box-
board which includes cereal and soda boxes.  
  
Solid Waste Services (SWS) will begin the distribution of the 
new 90-gallon recycling carts in October 2008.  Because the 
carts will hold more material, collection will occur every other 
week,  meaning fewer trucks on the road, reduced emissions 
and improved air quality. In addition, this new method of collec-
tion will provide greater safety for our employees.
