What a hot and dry summer we have had. I know it's been hard keeping the grass 
and plants alive this year. Please pay attention to  watering restrictions, but also 
remember that watering around your home's foundatio n will protect it from dam-
age. Maybe the silver lining in this drought is tha t it has prepared many of our 
yards for xeriscaping this fall!  
 
This summer has kept me busy with neighborhood acti vity. As I walk and drive 
through the neighborhood, I routinely report proble ms to the city. The usual 
method for this is to call 311 for almost all probl ems (call 911 for emergencies and 
suspicious activity). However, the method for repor ting front yard parking has 
changed once again. We are now back to reporting th ese infractions to our po-
lice district representative. Our new district repr esentative is Officer Rolando 
Gutierrez. His number is 974-3998. We invited Offic er Gutierrez  to our September 1 
meeting, but he was already scheduled for anti-gang  training on that date. Hope-
fully he can make it to our December meeting.  
 
Our new Place 1 City Councilmember Chris Riley will  be our guest at the Septem-
ber 1 meeting.  He plans on being at our meeting fo r the social time at 6:30pm, so 
come early and visit with him. Councilmember Riley will address the group at 7pm 
and take questions. I am pleased to have a pro-neig hborhood, bicycle-friendly 
councilmember to work with. Early this summer neigh bors involved in planning 
and zoning from Highland, Skyview, Northfield, Ridg etop, and Hyde Park neighbor-
hoods met to discuss possible plans to promote the redevelopment of Highland 
Mall and formed an informal group called Highland M all Renewal. We had another 
meeting in early August. We will be bringing a reso lution to the neighborhood as-
sociation and neighborhood plan contact team that w ill describe key principles 
and formally request participation from the surroun ding neighborhoods, including 
St. Johns neighborhood. Highland Mall is still open  and has not announced any 
plans for closing. This group is planning for the f uture. There have been several 
requests for zoning changes in our area for nightcl ubs, bars and liquor stores. The 
Highland/Skyview neighborhood plan contact team has  opposed these zoning 
changes so far. We will  be asking for your support  when these cases go before 
Planning Commission and City Council through the HN A website.
